General information

Only use with caution, dry-clean and do not lay carpets until the surface
treatment is fully cured. Carpet underlays (non-slip surface) must be free of
plasticizers.

Surface treatment involves skilled manual work. Small defects in the surface
finish in the form of dust and dirt inclusions cannot always be prevented.
This does not affect the durability of the surface.

Exposure to daylight and UV rays will change the color of the flooring to varying
degrees over time.

Suitable felt pads must be used on the legs of tables and chairs.
Check these for dirt and damage at regular intervals.

For hard flooring, only use soft, two-color type W chair casters as per
DIN EN 12529. The use of suitable underlays is also recommended.

Provide cleanwalk zones of sufficient size in foyers and reception areas,
depending on use. These should be at least four steps long in public buildings.
Dirt trap mats must be used to catch and retain coarse and fine dirt as well as
moisture. They must be cleaned at regular intervals and replaced as required.

Assuring a healthy interior climate goes a long way towards ensuring the
well-being of people and maintaining the value of a wood floor. The ideal
interior climate is reached at a room temperature of approx. 20 °C and relative
air humidity of 50%. A higher humidity will cause the wood to swell, while a
lower humidity will cause it to shrink. This can result in gaps of different sizes.
To prevent gaps, avoid allowing the relative air humidity to drop below 45% for
extended periods by using humidifiers.
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With underfloor heating, do not exceed a wood surface temperature of 29 °C,
ss ideally 25 °C. The risk of gaps forming is higher than in centrally heated rooms.
20 Always ensure that multi-circuit heating systems in connecting rooms are
operated at the same temperature.

*The protective properties of the finish must be guaranteed for at least two years provided the care instructions given to the customer are followed. High-traffic areas may need to be re-finished or re-oiled in good time in
accordance with the care instructions.
